No. PHD-1125/C.R.174/Japuk.(29).— Whereas, the Government of Maharashtra has, in exercise
of the powers of the Central Government under section 25 of the Negotiable Instruments Act,
1881(XXVI of 1881) entrusted to it by the Government of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, notification
No. 39/1/68/JUDI-III, dated the 8th May 1968, declared 24 Public Holidays for the year 2025 vide the
Government Notification, General Administration Department, Notification No. PHD.1124/C.R.91/
Japuk (29), dated 4th December 2024 ;

And whereas, among the 24 public holidays notified by the State Government, the Eid-e-Milad
holiday is indicated on Friday, 5th September 2025. Eid-e-Milad, a religious festival of Muslims, is
widely celebrated by the Muslim community on a large scale. A procession programme is organized
on this occasion. Since, on Saturday, 6th September 2025 there is the Hindu festival of Anant
Chaturdashi, a meeting of various Muslim organizations was held on 21st August 2025, to maintain
brotherhood and Hindu-Muslim unity in the State. In that meeting the Muslim Community has taken
decision to organize procession programme on Monday, 8th September 2025 ;

Now, therefore, the Government of Maharashtra, in exercise of the powers of the Central
Government under section 25 of the Negotiable Instruments Act, 1881(XXVI of 1881) entrusted to
it by the said notification dated the 8th May 1968, declares Monday, 8th September 2025 as a public
holiday instead of Friday, 5th September 2025 in Mumbai City and Mumbai Suburban districts and
also declares that for districts other than Mumbai City and Mumbai Suburban districts, the date of
public holiday Friday, 5th September 2025 should be maintained as it is.
